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The college wishes to thank the Program Approval Team for its thoughtful and careful
review of the Baccalaureate level, Teacher of Music: Vocal/Instrumental/General, All
Levels program.

The college offers the following responses to the team recommendations:

That Berklee College of Music submit a plan to address the consistent and ongoing
need for advising Music Education students.  Given the intensity of the music
education program and the importance of students’ completing required courses in
a proper sequence, this deficiency needs immediate and long range planning.
The Music Education Department has begun work on formalizing a plan for assigning
each music education student to a full time department faculty member who will be their
advisor throughout their participation in the program.  We expect to be able to comment
and present this plan as part of the next Title II State Report in April 2004.

That official College documents, e.g., for recruitment, admission, and advising, and
the Catalog/Bulletin include full disclosure of the 130-132 semester hour
requirement for the Music Education program.  Include language that discusses the
likelihood that more than four years is needed to complete licensure and degree
requirements at Berklee College of Music.
The Music Education Department is in the process of submitting a proposal to the Office
of Academic Affairs to redistribute the course grid requirement to reflect a sixteen credit
maximum load for semesters 2 through 8 and an additional six-credit semester student
teaching requirement beyond semester 8 (see addendum copy of suggested changes to the
course grid which will be proposed). The department will also propose that a statement
about the extra ninth semester requirement be published in official college documents for
recruitment, admission, and advising.

That matrices in the self-study document be corrected to reflect how the
Professional Standards for Teachers are addressed in music education required
courses.
The corrected matrices are included as an addendum to this response.

That evidence be submitted of collaboration between Music Education and Liberal
Arts faculty for program planning, implementation and evaluation.  Include
meeting agenda and minutes in all state annual reports.
The Music Education Department and the Professional Education Division will be
making every effort to schedule meetings with the faculty of the General Education
Department to consider program planning, implementation and evaluation.  Evidence of
such will be provided in the April 2004 Title II State Report.
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The college offers the following responses to the professional suggestions:

Reexamine the sequence of required courses, giving particular attention to
semesters with more than sixteen credit hours.  Give special attention to students’
need to devote full concentration to student teaching during the last semester.
The Music Education Department is in the process of submitting a proposal to the Office
of Academic Affairs to redistribute the course grid requirement to reflect a sixteen credit
maximum load for semesters 2 through 8 and an additional six-credit semester student
teaching requirement beyond semester 8.

Consider establishing a symphonic wind ensemble, symphony and orchestra, and
all-college chorus, given the concern voiced by students about a lack of ensemble
experiences.
Students in the Music Education Department may, as part of the all-college
Ensemble/Lab requirement, elect concert band and/or concert choir.

Consider music education students’ use of portfolios, which are now required for
interviews by many school districts.
The Music Education faculty is currently in the process of developing criteria for
electronic student portfolios.  This process will begin when the student enters the
program and will include many activities as he/she progress through the coursework and
will include written, audio, and video material.  The student will graduate with a
complete record of his/her experience.

Remove or reduce any consideration given to class attendance for the final grade in
required course work.
The Music Education Department considers classroom attendance to be critical to the
students’ development of proper planning and teaching skills.  Much classroom time is
spent discussing planning procedures.  Students are then required to demonstrate lessons
within the college classroom environment.  If they are not present they have missed a
critical part of the developmental process.  We are also attempting to foster a sense of
being on time and present for all scheduled commitments as this is expected in the “real
world” of teaching.
