Some insurance plans cover GRS, but you will need to meet certain criteria. The following is a short list of possible criteria. You will need to check with your personal insurance plan to find out what specific criteria apply to you. 

1. Persistent, well documented gender dysphoria (in the form of letters from your provider and behavioral health providers)
2. Capacity to make a fully informed decision and to consent for treatment
3. Age of majority (18 and over in MA)
4. Any significant medical or mental health concerns are well controlled
5. 12 continuous months of hormone therapy as appropriate to your gender goals

You will need to obtain, at minimum, ONE LETTER of referral from the provider who oversees your medical gender transition care and TWO LETTERS from behavioral health professionals like a therapist or psychiatrist (A TOTAL OF THREE LETTERS). Many insurance companies require a letter from a therapist and a second letter from another behavioral health provider who will meet with you purely for evaluative purposes. 
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
