Each surgeon performs breast augmentation in slightly different ways, and your will probably want to research each and figure out who does the procedure you’d prefer, which surgeon takes your insurance, and which surgeon can schedule on a timeline that works for you. Go to www.transbucket.com and filter by surgeon to see before and after pictures from patients (this site is NOT SAFE FOR WORK).

The steps for referral depend on what insurance you have. You may or may not need a letter from a mental health professional. If you don’t have a regular therapist, that’s okay. We can help schedule you for consulting appointments particular to getting a letter written or to find therapist to see regularly.

For you to qualify for surgical referral (pretty much everywhere), you will need to meet the following requirements (the WPATH standards of care): 
1. Documentation of persistent gender dysphoria. This happens in the referral letters.
1. Capacity for informed consent. 
1. 18 years or older 
1. Any significant medical or mental health concerns must be reasonably well controlled. This may need to be documented in a letter from a behavioral health professional. 
1. Documentation of ongoing feminizing hormone therapy for 24 months or longer. This requirement may differ depending on your insurance plan, but most insurance plans require 18-24 months of hormone use with insufficient breast development prior to authorizing breast augmentation surgery.
Your insurance may have further requirements for hormone treatment, doctor’s letters, or other recommendations.
