Many insurance plans have specific exclusions for facial feminization surgery. When an insurance plan has coverage for facial feminization surgery, it is necessary to demonstrate that the surgery is medically necessary by meeting the following criteria (this is a list of possible criteria, and you will need to refer to your personal insurance plan prior to pursuing any surgery):
1. 18 years of age or older. 
2. Diagnosis of Gender Dysphoria including the following indications
a. Desire to live and be accepted as one’s preferred gender, accompanied by the desire to make one’s body as congruent as possible with the identified gender through surgery and hormone treatment. 
b. The new gender identity has been present for at least 12 months.
3. 12 months of continuous full time real-life experience in their new gender

Insurance criteria vary widely and often coverage for facial feminization surgery is declined as “cosmetic”. Make sure to call your insurance company and talk with them directly about coverage for the procedure, and meeting criteria to indicate medical necessity for the surgery.
